When essential medications are unavailable or inaccessible,
our Access to Medicine program bridges the gap.

In 2025, we connected life-changing treatments to people

in need throughout the U.S. and the world, including

5.4 million doses of heart medicine  to Dominican
Republic and El Salvador; 1.2 million doses of thyroid
medicine to Honduras, Pakistan, and Papua New Guinea;
1.7 million doses of anti-infection medicine to Guatemala
and Haiti; and so much more.

Our shipments to Ukraine included 1.7 million doses of mental health and cancer
medications, which were vital for maintaining a continuity of care during the upheaval of war .
Our partners at Mission Kharkiv shared:

Hygiene Kits are essential to HHI's mission to improve health domestically and
internationally. For those facing natural disasters, conflict, or poverty, these kits are
essential for preventing disease and help restore a sense of normalcy.

This year, our hygiene kits reached families impacted by the
California wildfires, Hurricane Melissa, T  exas flooding, and
the earthquake in Myanmar. W e also provided critical supplies
to families displaced by conflict in Gaza and Sudan
The impact was also felt in under-resourced communities like

Malawi, where we provided students with essential soap and
washcloths that are otherwise unavailable. Our partner reported:

When disasters strike, HHI provides immediate
assistance to communities in crisis. In 2025, we
responded to 18 disasters globally, including:

¢ supporting mobile health teams in
Myanmar and Sudan that treated more
than 14,000 patients

¢ deploying volunteer medical teams in
Jamaica that treated almost 900 patients

« distributing more than 239,000 hygiene
kits and other medical aid worth $1.4
million to 11 states and 10 countries

This aid provides critical relief for people
whose lives have been upended by events
beyond their control. Volunteer RN Lisa Little,
who served in Jamaica following Hurricane
Melissa, described the work:

Our Laboratory program strengthens the capacity
of safety-net clinics by bringing diagnostic testing directly to the patient and
enabling providers to adjust medications and education in real-time.

In 2025, two of the labs we installed were part of our ongoing
commitment to communities impacted by disasters: one in
Tennessee in response to Hurricane Helene, and

another in California to support wildfire-affected areas

These create long-term sustainability and reinforce a
community's ability to care for its own patients.

At Mobile Care Chicago, these labs were used to identify
prediabetes and lead exposure in children. According to the
clinic:

Our Community Health program builds sustainable health equity
through local partnerships and preventative care. By working with
trusted local organizations, we provide critical resources, including
health education at Native American health events,
vaccinations for unhoused individuals, vision screenings in
elementary schools, diabetes screenings at community health

N fairs, among many other services.
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In 2025, these partnerships also provided essential mobility
equipment, including wheelchairs, to ensure individuals can access
the care they need. Our partner at Care Beyond the Boulevard,
emphasized the impact of this resource:
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
